I​- ​I​dentify yourself as a student with an ​I​EP 
A​- ​A​sk for an ​A​ccommodation 
S​- ​S​tate how this ​S​trategy helps you 
K​- ​K​eep advocating when needed! 

 
 
Version #2: ​Use this cue card to help you remember the steps for requesting an 
accommodation if you are using an ‘accommodations student card.’ 
 

I-ASK Steps to Requesting Accommodations: 
 

I​- ​I​dentify yourself as a student with an ​I​EP 
A​- ​A​sk for an ​A​ccommodation 
S​- ​S​how your ​S​tudent Card 
K​- ​K​eep advocating when needed! 
 

 
Resolving Conflict: ​If your teacher has some concerns about an accommodation use the 
following steps. 
 

 
Alt+CM+Leave (3 Steps to Resolving Conflict) 
 
Alt- Think of an alternate solution 
CM- Suggest you both meet with your Case Manager if stuck 
Leave- Leave the conversation
